Abstract: Despite the fact that the period of Perestroika coincided with the emotional turn
in the social sciences, research on emotions "on the verge" of the era of stagnation and the
Perestroika period remains fragmented. This study aims to identify the emotional regime towards
the Afghan War that Mikhail Gorbachev tried to establish after making the decision to withdraw
troops from Afghanistan. For this purpose, discourse analysis of the Politburo meeting transcripts
from 1986-1988 and cognitive mapping of Gorbachev's statement to the Central Committee of the
Communist Party of the Soviet Union (CPSU) on February 8, 1988, are used.

The Soviet authorities established a regime regarding the war in Afghanistan, where the
key objects of positive emotions were the abstractions of international duty and anti-imperialism,
while the key object of negative emotions was the abstraction of imperialism. However, alternative
emotional communities of military personnel, dissidents, and the close circles (families and
friends) of those involved in the Afghan War were forming within Soviet society itself.

By the time the decision to withdraw troops was made, the Soviet leadership took into
account the possible reactions of foreign allies who had accepted the official regime, as well as
those of the emotional communities of military personnel and their close ones. These same groups
became the target of affective influence, of which Mikhail Gorbachev was the agent. In his speech,
he attempted to transform the official emotional regime by including the new political thinking as
an object of positive emotions. He also demonstrated positive affects towards the war participants
at an official level.
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
